Grammy’s Wristlet makes a great gift for the grandmother who might be a bit sad and sentimental about their 
itty bitty grandbaby getting older! It is fast, simple, sweet & sentimental all at the same time! 
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Pattern Notes: for stitching, pattern assumes you are using a ¼” seam 
allowance 

Step One:  Gather your supplies. You will need a small elastic, a baby 
outfit, and a button. 

Step Two:  Prepare your pieces 

Cut the arms off one of your baby’s outfits. Then cut down the side 
seams. This will give you two pieces of fabric. 

Next, choose print the patterns and pick one, either the rectangular 
pattern or the tapered pattern. 

Cut out your pieces. 

Step Three:  With right side up, lay your elastic over the narrow end of 
your fabric and pin in place. 

 

Step Four:   Lay your second piece on top of the other piece, right 
sides together. Pin in place. 

Step Five:  Leaving a 2 inch opening 
on one of the long ends, sew around all 
sides of your pieces.  

Backstitch at beginning, end and over 
the elastic. 

Step Six:  Clip the corners of your piece and turn right side out. 

Step Seven:  Iron your wristlet. Sew around the outside edge all the way around. This will give you a nice 
finished look as well as close your opening. 

Step Eight:  Sew on your button at the wide end of your wristlet. Where you sew it depends on the person’s 
wrist size. 

Other notes:  
You can shorten this pattern to make it for a child. 
If you are using lighter material you should add felt as a middle layer. 
You can quilt it, add decorative stitching, etc. 
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
